Good numbers turned out to 

sort out both the island and the grounds around the clubhouse.  

As a result the island is now nice and flat, minimising it’s wind 

resistance, and the debris from that has been mostly disposed 

of.  The grounds are also looking a lot more clear and open, 

with the trees and hedges around the periphery and within the 

club area cut back;  that makes more space, reduces the amount 

of stuff dropping from the vegetation onto boats, and should 

reduce the wind resistance and swirl close to the shore.  We 

also made a start on the ―John Howard proposal‖ to reclaim 

more of the south shore and make it available for use by 

sailors, clearing vegetation, removing dead willow stumps and 

pollarding some of the willows.  Many thanks to everyone who 

spared some time and energy to do this work:  it is important 

that we keep things under control, for the benefit of all who use 

the club-house and grounds.
